Language Arts – 4th Grade

Reading: The Seminoles, an informational book about a tribe of America’s first people.
Writing: paraphrasing

Spelling: the soft g and soft c sounds (g and c followed by silent e, as in edge and place)
Word Skills: synonyms (words that have the same meaning)

Grammar: the verb be

Math - 3rd graders continue to learn about division. Also, continue to practice those multiplication facts at home! I will be testing them every day this week, so that they can earn all the parts of their Banana Split for our party on Friday. Your child still needs to say the following fact families to me:
