KiNdErGaRtEn WeEkLy…

Fall has definitely arrived! And don’t forget, fall does bring cooler temperatures! So make sure to pack a jacket for out on the playground. I know I already introduced you to the system that we have in place for the elementary students, but I thought I would give you a brief reminder! We use a flag system for the kids to follow. The flags are hung in the hallway near the lockers so the kids see them as they are getting ready to go outdoors. A green flag is used when the weather is 60 degrees or higher, the kids can go out with short sleeves. A yellow flag is used when the weather is 50-59 degrees, the kids MUST have long sleeves (a long sleeve shirt or a jacket or sweatshirt over short sleeves). A red flag is used for 49 degrees or lower, the kids MUST have a JACKET (please note that a sweatshirt is not considered an appropriate jacket, but you may pack a fleece coat). Please understand that if a child does not have the appropriate clothing for the weather they will have to story indoors. Thanks for cooperating and understanding that this is the best way for us to make sure the kids are dressed appropriately/safely for the weather. When in doubt, pack a jacket! ( Any question, feel free to ask!
PHONICS:

We keep our same book of the week from last week called Mr. Rabbit and the Lovely Gift by Maurice Sendak. We only had two days with the book last week because of our field trip, and there are so many great activities and opportunities for the kids to get involved with the plot of the story. As a reminder, the story walks the children through a problem that a young girl is having finding a gift for her mother and then offers some good solutions to her problem. We will discuss some problem solving skills, as well as act out our own small skits of how we can solve problems in our classroom. 

Our focus friends for Zoo Phonics this week are ellie elephant and francy fish. Monday will focus on ellie: her sound, shape, and signal. We will also begin our Langugage Workshop this week. We will take time rotating through several stations to work on “e” related actitvities. Wednesday we will work on francy with another “f” Language Workshop in the afternoon. We will also be learning some new games for practicing ALL of our zoo friends this week. Keep reviewing the entire Zoo Friends clan at home. I sent home a grid last week that should be useful to you, and a matching game that the children made will be coming home this week! 
MATH:

On Monday we will have a short assessment on what we learned in chapter one. Wednesday we will begin a new chapter this week on patterns and graphing. Be sure to look through the story “Scardy Skunk” with your child. We will begin talking about some of the key vocabulary for the chapter Wednesday. We will also begin making several different types of graphs on Wednesday and Friday. 

BIBLE:

We will be working on the chapter that teaches us about the beginning of the new world this week. We will discuss the start of the new world after the flood and talk about how we can depend on God. We will also be working on learning some songs for our chapel on Friday. 

SOCIAL STUDIES/SCIENCE:

Our class cookbook will be coming home this week as a good end to our study of friends, family, and celebrations in social studies. We begin a new unit in science the end of the week.
OTHER NOTES:
· This week is Iowa Test week for the 1st – 8th graders. We will have several special activities each morning to encourage the students to stay motivated and do well! Monday the kids will enjoy breakfast served by the teachers! Wednesday we will have all school devotions and play some games together, and Friday we will sing and explore some cool NASA activities, we will even be able to launch some rockets! WHAT FUN!
