Reading and phonics:
We continue our reading unit Just for Fun. Our book of the week is Ten in the Bed. The children enjoy the story line and the repetition in the text. They also enjoy the fact that they are able to read some of the words in the book(. I have been very impressed with how far we have come in reading already this year. I know it is due to the all the hard work that the children are putting forth. Zoo Phonics is a great springboard for reading as well! 

Our focus friends for Zoo Phonics this week are missy mouse and nigel nightowl. Monday will focus on missy: her sound, shape, and signal. Wednesday will be on nigel. Make sure you are still working with any Zoo Phonics materials that have been coming home as well as working on stretching out and sounding out words. The children need repeated practice in order to master these skills. Keep your eyes open for some Zoo Phonics practice opportunities during your day. Ask your child about beginning sounds of words while you are driving, or search the newspaper for words that they can attempt to read.  
Math:

We continue our work with numbers through 5. We will continue to learn how to read and write 1-5, as well as begin to compare them this week. There will be homework coming home this week to help with your child practice writing/counting the numbers that we have covered. Please take the time to make sure they are forming the numbers correctly!
Bible:

This week we move from stories about Jacob and Esau to those about Joseph. We will be making our very own coat of many colors this week. Good job with Bible memory last week. Make sure that you practice your memory to be ready the day that it is due. How exciting that the kids are already learning the importance of hiding God’s word in their heart! 
Science/Social Studies:

We will be studying the Social Studies topic of Maps this week. This is a very fun unit for the kids. We will be making a map of our school, trying our hand at navigating a map of the playground, as well as learning our addresses. Make sure you are working on this with your child. When your child has it memorized, please send the assignment sheet back and I will listen to them recite.
